A Legislator must be provided the opportunity to speak to clients and facility staff. A Legislator shall adhere to all federal and state laws regarding confidentiality. The chief administrative officer of a facility may only prohibit a Legislator's access to a facility if an emergency situation is certified pursuant to section 3005.'

The amendment requires the Commissioner of Corrections to provide notice to the Governor, the President of the Senate and the Speaker of the House of Representatives within 5 days of a vacancy on a board of visitors. If the vacancy is not filled by the Governor within 90 days, the President of the Senate and the Speaker of the House of Representatives must jointly appoint a member to fill the vacancy. The amendment also permits a sitting Legislator of the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over corrections matters to access all physical areas of correctional facilities and the Long Creek Youth Development Center except when an emergency situation has been certified.
