James Weldon Johnson observance task force established.  The Permanent Commission on the Status of Racial, Indigenous and Maine Tribal Populations, established under the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 5, section 25001, shall establish a James Weldon Johnson observance task force, referred to in this section as "the task force."

The Permanent Commission on the Status of Racial, Indigenous and Maine Tribal Populations shall submit an interim report to the Joint Standing Committee on State and Local Government no later than January 15, 2022 that includes the status of the task force and a timeline for its work, including a date for a final report to the committee if funding has been secured by the commission.
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
