"Family child care provider" means a person who provides day care in that person's home on a regular basis, for consideration, for 3 4 to 12 children under 13 years of age who are not the children of the provider or who are not residing in the provider's home.  If a provider is caring for children living in that provider's home and is caring for no more than 2 3 other children, or 4 other children if at least 2 of the children are siblings, and no more than 3 of the total number of children in the provider's care are under 2 years of age, the provider is not required to be licensed as a family child care provider.
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
