The bill provides that rules adopted by the Supreme Judicial Court on electronic records and filing automatically supersede any laws in conflict.  This amendment provides that the Supreme Judicial Court may submit a report to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over judiciary matters that identifies all the laws that are in conflict with the rules concerning electronic records and filing.  The committee may introduce legislation addressing the conflicts.
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
