The amendment requires the Commissioner of Corrections to provide notice to the Governor, the President of the Senate and the Speaker of the House of Representatives within 5 days of a vacancy on a board of visitors. If the vacancy is not filled by the Governor within 90 days, the President of the Senate and the Speaker of the House of Representatives must jointly appoint a member to fill the vacancy. The amendment also requires the commissioner to adopt major substantive rules governing a Legislator's access to correctional facilities and detention facilities. The rules must be submitted to the Legislature by January 31, 2027.
