Resolved:  That the Task Force To Study Procedures To Ensure Individuals with Intellectual Disabilities or Autism Have Access to Family Members during Hospitalizations, referred to in this resolve as "the task force," is established.

Resolved:  That all appointments must be made no later than 30 days following the effective date of this resolve.  The appointing authorities shall notify the Executive Director of the Legislative Council once all appointments have been completed.  After appointment of all members, the cochairs shall call and convene the first meeting of the task force.  If 30 days or more after the effective date of this resolve a majority of but not all appointments have been made, the cochairs may request authority and the Legislative Council may grant authority for the task force to meet and conduct its business.

Resolved:  That the task force shall review current policies regarding parental or guardian access to a hospitalized individual with intellectual disabilities or autism with particular focus on access during a pandemic or similar situation.  The review must consider remote access policies and in-person access policies with the goal of ensuring the most access possible while still ensuring the safety of patients, guardians, health care workers and the public at large.

Resolved:  That, notwithstanding Joint Rule 353, the Legislative Council shall provide necessary staffing services to the task force, except that Legislative Council staff support is not authorized when the Legislature is in regular or special session.

The amendment requires that the task force submit a report to the Joint Standing Committee on Health and Human Services no later than December 1, 2021.  The amendment removes the emergency preamble and emergency clause.
