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Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows:
Sec. 1. 20-A MRSA §257-A, sub-§1-C is enacted to read:

1-C. Exception for significant interruption to student's education conditions. A
student is eligible to apply for a Department of Education diploma if that student is a 4th
year secondary school student and is unable to satisfy the requirements for a diploma from
a school administrative unit because of a significant interruption to the student's education
conditions as approved by the commissioner during the student's secondary school
education history.
