COMMITTEE AMENDMENT “  ” to H.P. 112, L.D. 156, “An Act To Promote
School Attendance by Exempting Virtual Public Charter School and Private School
Students from Immunization Requirements”

Amend the bill by striking out the title and substituting the following:

'An Act To Promote School Attendance by Exempting Private Religious School
Students from Immunization Requirements'

Amend the bill by striking out all of section 2 and inserting the following:
'Sec. 2. 20-A MRSA §6355, sub-§5 is enacted to read:

5. Private religious school exemption. The student is enrolled in or attends a private
religious school.'

Amend the bill by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or section
number to read consecutively.

SUMMARY

This amendment, which is the minority report of the committee, removes students at
virtual public charter schools from being exempt from the immunization requirements and
narrows the exemption for students who are enrolled in or attend private schools to private
religious schools.
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
