COMMITTEE AMENDMENT “  ”to H.P. 854, L.D. 1340, “An Act to Prohibit the
Sale or Possession of Rapid-fire Modification Devices”

Amend the bill in section 1 in §1060 in subsection 1 by inserting before paragraph A
the following:

'A. "Auto sear" means a device that, when installed in or attached to a semi-automatic
firearm, prevents the trigger bar from limiting the semi-automatic firearm to firing only
one round each time the trigger is pulled.'

Amend the bill in section 1 in §1060 in subsection 1 by striking out all of paragraph D
(page 1, lines 15 to 17 in L.D.) and inserting the following:

'D. "Rapid-fire modification device" means a device that is designed to accelerate the
rate of fire of a semi-automatic firearm, including, but not limited to, an auto sear,
binary trigger system, bump stock device, burst trigger system or trigger crank.'

Amend the bill in section 1 in §1060 in subsection 1 by relettering the paragraphs to
read alphabetically.

Amend the bill by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or section
number to read consecutively.

SUMMARY

This amendment, which is the majority report of the committee, defines "auto sear"
and includes it in the crime of possession of a of rapid-fire modification device, which is
established in this bill.
