An internationally trained physician shall apply directly to a rural
egraduate medical education collaborative in the State for screening and placement by using
a process and qualifying criteria developed by a rural graduate medical education
collaborative in the State.'

Amend the bill in section 1 in §12103-B in subsection 5 in the last line (page 1, line 34
in L.D.) by inserting after the following: "for" the following: 'reasonable administrative
expenses and for'

Amend the bill in section 1 in §12103-B by inserting after subsection 5 the following:

'6. Rules. The authority may adopt rules as necessary to implement this section. Rules
adopted pursuant to this section are routine technical rules as defined in Title 5. chapter

'F. Beginning January 1, 2027 and biennially thereafter, the board shall report to the
joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over matters related to
the licensing of physicians on the status of the International Medical Graduates
Sponsorship Program established in Title 20-A, section 12103-B and the alternative
license pathway established in this subsection. The board shall report on the number of
internationally trained physicians participating in the program and the progress of those
physicians toward obtaining a full and unrestricted license to practice medicine in this
State. The joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over matters
related to the licensing of physicians may report out legislation based on a report
submitted in accordance with this paragraph to the regular or special session of the
Legislature in which the report is submitted.'

'Sec. 3. Appropriations and allocations. The following appropriations and
allocations are made.
