COMMITTEE AMENDMENT “  ”to H.P. 1475, L.D. 1989, “An Act To Authorize
School Administrative District No. 6 To Lease a Former Administrative Building for a
Term of Not More than 20 Years”

Amend the bill by striking out everything after the enacting clause and inserting the
following:

'Sec. 1. Authority to lease. Notwithstanding the Maine Revised Statutes, Title
20-A, section 4103, subsection 2, paragraph A, the board of directors of Regional School
Unit 6, doing business as School Administrative District No. 6, may lease the former
administrative building located at 100 Main Street in Buxton to the Buxton-Hollis
Historical Society for a term of not more than 20 years, as long as the lease addresses the
terms of withdrawal from the lease by either party.'

Amend the bill by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or section
number to read consecutively.

SUMMARY

This amendment clarifies that, notwithstanding the provision of law that prohibits a
lease exceeding 4 years, Regional School Unit 6, doing business as School Administrative
District No. 6, may lease the former administrative building located at 100 Main Street in
Buxton to the Buxton-Hollis Historical Society for a term of not more than 20 years, as
long as the lease addresses the terms of withdrawal from the lease by either party.
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
