18 C.  "Firefighter" means a member of a municipal fire department or volunteer fire 
19 association whose duties include the extinguishment of fires or, an investigator or 
20 sergeant in the Office of the State Fire Marshal or an employee in the forest protection 
21 unit within the Department of Agriculture, Conservation and Forestry, Bureau of 
22 Forestry whose duties include the extinguishment or investigation of fires.'
23 Amend the bill by striking out all of section 3 and inserting the following:

26 6.  Length of service.  In order to qualify for the presumption under subsection 2, the 
27 firefighter must have been employed as a firefighter for 5 years and, except for an 
28 investigator or sergeant in the Office of the State Fire Marshal or an employee in the forest 
29 protection unit within the Department of Agriculture, Conservation and Forestry, Bureau 
30 of Forestry, regularly responded to firefighting or emergency calls.'

1 SUMMARY
2 This amendment clarifies that all employees in the forest protection unit within the 
3 Department of Agriculture, Conservation and Forestry, Bureau of Forestry whose duties 
4 include the extinguishment or investigation of fires are added to the list of firefighters under 
5 the workers' compensation laws whose cancer is presumed to be caused by their firefighting 
6 duties.
