COMMITTEE AMENDMENT “ ” to S.P. 658, L.D. 1653, “RESOLUTION,
Proposing an Amendment to the Constitution of Maine to Allow Persons Under
Guardianship for Mental Illness to Be Electors and to Protect All Electors from Harassment
and Intimidation ”

Amend the resolution by striking out the title and substituting the following:

'RESOLUTION, Proposing an Amendment to the Constitution of Maine to Allow
Persons Under Guardianship for Mental Illness to Be Electors'

Amend the resolution in that part designated "Constitution, Art. II, §§1 and 2" in the
first line (page 1, line 4 in L.D.) by striking out the following: "§§1 and 2" and inserting
the following: '§1'

Amend the resolution in that part designated "Constitution, Art. II, §§1 and 2" by
striking out all of section 2 (page 1, lines 20 to 23 in L.D.).

Amend the resolution by striking out all of the question (page 1, lines 30 to 34 in L.D.)
and inserting the following:

"'Do you favor amending the Constitution of Maine to remove a provision
prohibiting a person under guardianship for reasons of mental illness from
voting for Governor, Senators and Representatives, which the United
States District Court for the District of Maine found violates the United
States Constitution and federal law?"'

Amend the resolution by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or
section number to read consecutively.

SUMMARY

This amendment removes from the resolution and the ballot question the provision that
exempts all electors from harassment or intimidation on the days of elections during their
attendance at, going to or returning from voting, and changes the title. It also adds to the
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COMMITTEE AMENDMENT “  ”to S.P. 658, L.D. 1653

question that the provision being removed has been found by the United States District
Court for the District of Maine to violate the United States Constitution and federal law.
