12 Amend the bill by striking out the title and substituting the following:
13 'Resolve, to Convene a Stakeholder Group to Review Marijuana-related and 
14 Cannabis-related Crimes in the Maine Criminal Code and Other Provisions of the 
15 Maine Revised Statutes'
16 Amend the bill by striking out everything after the title and inserting the following:

17 'Sec. 1.  Convene stakeholder group. Resolved:  That the Department of 
18 Administrative and Financial Services, office of cannabis policy shall convene a 
19 stakeholder group to examine marijuana-related and cannabis-related crimes in the Maine 
20 Criminal Code and other relevant provisions of the Maine Revised Statutes to determine 
21 whether there are marijuana-related or cannabis-related crimes currently in effect that 
22 should be amended or removed.  The stakeholder group shall also examine whether there 
23 are any existing activities related to marijuana or cannabis for which criminal penalties 
24 should be established.  The stakeholder group must include, at a minimum, a representative 
25 from the Maine Prosecutors Association and a representative from the Department of 
26 Public Safety, Maine Drug Enforcement Agency.

27 Sec. 2.  Report. Resolved: That the Department of Administrative and Financial 
28 Services, office of cannabis policy shall, by January 15, 2025, submit a report outlining the 
29 stakeholder group's findings and recommendations under section 1, including 
30 recommended legislation, to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having 
31 jurisdiction over criminal justice and public safety matters.  The committee may report out 
32 legislation related to the report to the 132nd Legislature in 2025.

33 Sec. 3.  Appropriations and allocations.  Resolved:  That the following 
34 appropriations and allocations are made.

13 This amendment, which is the minority report of the committee, replaces the bill with 
14 a resolve that requires the Department of Administrative and Financial Services, office of 
15 cannabis policy to convene a stakeholder group to examine marijuana-related and cannabis-
16 related crimes in the Maine Criminal Code and other relevant provisions of the Maine 
17 Revised Statutes to determine whether there are marijuana-related or cannabis-related 
18 crimes currently in effect that should be amended or removed.  The stakeholder group must 
19 also examine whether there are any existing activities related to marijuana or cannabis that 
20 should be made criminal. The stakeholder group must include, at a minimum, 
21 representatives from the Maine Prosecutors Association and the Department of Public 
22 Safety, Maine Drug Enforcement Agency. The office of cannabis policy is required to 
23 submit a report outlining the stakeholder group's findings and recommendations, including 
24 any recommended legislation, to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having 
25 jurisdiction over criminal justice and public safety matters by January 15, 2025. The 
26 committee may report out legislation related to the report to the 132nd Legislature in 2025.
