11 Amend the amendment by inserting after Part T the following:

12 'PART U
13 Sec. U-1.  Legislative intent regarding structural income tax relief.  It is the 
14 intent of the Legislature that the budget next enacted after enactment of this Act by the 
15 131st Legislature affecting the 2024-2025 biennium must include structural individual 
16 income tax relief that primarily benefits low-income and middle-income individuals and 
17 families beginning in tax year 2024 with a 2024-2025 General Fund biennial cost equal to 
18 $200,000,000.  '
19 Amend the amendment by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or 
20 section number to read consecutively.

21 SUMMARY
22 This amendment states that the Legislature intends, in the budget next enacted after 
23 this Act, to implement income tax relief that benefits low-income and middle-income 
24 individuals and families beginning in tax year 2024 at a cost of $200,000,000 for the 2024-
25 2025 biennium.
