10 the Current Level of Education Funding”

11 Amend the bill by striking out the title and substituting the following:
12 'Resolve, Regarding Education Technician III Certification for Students at Eastern 
13 Maine Community College'
14 Amend the bill by striking out everything after the title and inserting the following:

15 'Sec. 1. Education Technician III certification. Resolved: That, 
16 notwithstanding the requirement for a minimum of 90 credits of approved study in an 
17 educationally related field for certification of an Education Technician III pursuant to State 
18 Board of Education rule Chapter 115, The Credentialing of Education Personnel, the 
19 Commissioner of Education may certify an applicant as an Education Technician III if the 
20 applicant successfully completes the Learning Facilitator Program at Eastern Maine 
21 Community College in 2021, 2022 or 2023, receives emergency educational technician 
22 certification and meets all other eligibility requirements. An individual who receives an 
23 Education Technician III certification pursuant to this section is not eligible for an 
24 emergency teacher certificate pursuant to the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 20-A, section 
25 13012-B, subsection 1.'
26 Amend the bill by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or section 
27 number to read consecutively.

28 SUMMARY
29 This amendment strikes the bill and replaces it with a resolve.  The amendment 
30 provides that, notwithstanding certain requirements in State Board of Education rule 
31 Chapter 115, The Credentialing of Education Personnel, the Commissioner of Education 
32 may certify an applicant as an Education Technician III if the applicant completes the 
33 Learning Facilitator Program at Eastern Maine Community College in 2021, 2022 or 2023, 
34 receives emergency educational technician certification and meets all other eligibility 
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35 requirements. An individual who receives this certification is not eligible for an emergency 
36 teacher certificate.
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
