An Act Regarding Travel Insurance in the Maine Insurance Code

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows:

Sec. 1.  24-A MRSA §708, sub-§1, ¶B, as enacted by PL 1969, c. 132, §1, is 
amended to read:

B.  "Marine protection and indemnity insurance," meaning insurance against, or against 
legal liability of the insured for, loss, damage or expense arising out of, or incident to, 
the ownership, operation, chartering, maintenance, use, repair or construction of any 
vessel, craft or instrumentality in use in ocean or inland waterways, including liability 
of the insured for personal injury, illness or death or for loss of or damage to the 
property of another person.; and

Sec. 2.  24-A MRSA §708, sub-§1, ¶C is enacted to read:
C.  Travel insurance as described in section 1420-F, subsection 1, paragraph H.

Sec. 3.  24-A MRSA §1420-F, sub-§1, ¶H, as repealed and replaced by PL 2015, 
c. 133, §2, is amended to read:

H.  Travel insurance, which is a limited line and which means insurance coverage for 
personal risks incident to planned travel, including but not limited to:

(1)  Interruption or cancellation of a trip or event;
(2)  Loss of baggage or personal effects;
(3)  Damages to accommodations or rental vehicles; or
(4)  Sickness, accident, disability or death occurring during travel.;
(5)  Emergency evacuation;
(6)  Repatriation of remains; or
(7)  Any other contractual obligations to indemnify or pay a specified amount to a 
traveler upon determinable contingencies related to travel as approved by the 
superintendent.
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
