13 Amend the amendment by inserting after the title the following:

14 'Amend the bill by inserting after section 1 the following:

15 'Sec. 2.  20-A MRSA §3801, sub-§3, ¶B, as enacted by PL 2017, c. 284, Pt. 
16 VVVVV, §6, is amended to read:

17 B.  An interlocal agreement may include but is not limited to a description of the 
18 following:
19 (1)  The approval process for the formation of a school management and 
20 leadership center;

21 (2)  Any associate members, the process for including associate members and 
22 their roles in the school management and leadership center;

23 (3)  The process to authorize the school management and leadership center to 
24 borrow funds for school construction purposes including bonds and notes;

25 (4)  The process to approve the purchase or lease of buildings or land by the 
26 school management and leadership center;

27 (5)  The process by which a school management and leadership center may 
28 establish, maintain and expend funds from a reserve fund or contingency fund;

29 (6)  The process of hiring an executive director for the school management and 
30 leadership center; and

31 (7)  A transition plan to move authorized programs and services from a member 
32 to the school management and leadership center.; and

33 (8)  The process for withdrawal of a single school administrative unit from the 
34 school management and leadership center.
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1 Sec. 3.  20-A MRSA §3802, sub-§§13 and 14, as enacted by PL 2017, c. 284, 
2 Pt. VVVVV, §6, are amended to read:

3 13.  Withdrawal from school management and leadership center.  If a A single 
4 school administrative unit applies to may withdraw, it must demonstrate to the 
5 commissioner that as a result of the school administrative unit's withdrawing that there 
6 will be no increase in costs or decrease in student programs and services for the 
7 withdrawing school administrative unit and for any of the remaining member school 
8 administrative units of the school management and leadership center from a school 
9 management and leadership center only in accordance with withdrawal provisions 

10 included in the interlocal agreement pursuant to section 3801, subsection 3.

11 14.  Dissolution of school management and leadership center.  A school 
12 management and leadership center may not be dissolved unless it applies to the 
13 commissioner for approval and only if:

14 A.  All member school administrative units apply to transfer to another school 
15 management and leadership center and the commissioner approves; or

16 B.  If all the member school administrative units of a school management and 
17 leadership center apply to dissolve the school management and leadership center, 
18 they demonstrate to the commissioner that there will be no increase in costs or 
19 decrease in student programs and services for any of the member school 
20 administrative units of the school management and leadership center.

21 C.  The dissolution is in accordance with the provisions of its interlocal agreement 
22 under Title 30-A, chapter 115 that provide for the termination of the agreement and 
23 the disposal of property.' ' 

24 Amend the amendment in the first indented paragraph in the last line (page 1, line 15 
25 in amendment) by striking out the following: "8.49" and inserting the following: '8.48'

26 Amend the amendment by striking out all of sections 4 and 5 and inserting the 
27 following:

31 Amend the amendment by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter 
32 or section number to read consecutively.

33 SUMMARY

34 This amendment does the following.

35 1.  It includes provisions regarding dissolution for a school administrative unit to 
36 withdraw from a school management and leadership center.

37 2.  It changes the mill expectation from 8.49 to 8.48.

38 3.  It increases the allocation for career and technical education costs by $2,000,000.

39 4.  It decreases the allocation for alignment of career and technical education 
40 programs with national industry standards by $2,000,000.

7 allows, any cap on the total allocation does not apply for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 
8 2018 and ending June 30, 2019 only.
