2020-2021 Governor's Proposed Budget 1

Net Cost (Savings)

Continues 5 limited-period Environmental Specialist III positions and for the continuation of lead 
inspections.

Establishes 3 limited-period Environmental Specialist III positions through June 19, 2021 and establishes 
one Public Health Nurse I position, one Office Associate I position, one Chemist I position and one 
Chemist II position and provides funding for contracted environmental lead inspections.
Transfers one Environmental Specialist II position and one Environmental Specialist III position from 
100% Federal Expenditures Fund to 100% Fund for a Healthy Maine within the same program.

For the purposes of this summary, transfers out are treated as an expenditure/use and are positive amounts, while transfers in are negative amounts.

Reflects the proposed transfer of $29,000,000 from the Fund for a Healthy Maine dedicated revenue, to the MaineCare Stabilization Fund established in 
the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 22, section 3174 on or before June 30, 2019. OFPR included the transfer in SFY 2020 based on the recommendation of 
the Bureau of Budget, and an expected change in the change package.

Provides funding for Department of Administrative and Financial Services, Office of Information 
Technology (OIT) costs.
Provides one-time funding for combatting the opioid crisis.

Provides one-time funding to increase health and cessation interventions.
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
