Instructional Goal: 
This course familiarizes students with the structure of the federal and state governments and their relationship to each other, as created and defined by the United States and Maine Constitutions.  Students will also learn the general provisions, rights and law enforcement responsibilities outlined in the United States and Maine Constitutions.

NOTE REGARDING INSTRUCTION OF THIS LESSON PLAN CONTENT – The expectation of the Maine Criminal Justice Academy (MCJA) is that the instructor will teach the concepts outlined in the lesson plan.  The MCJA expects and allows for variation in instruction style and allows individual instructors the creativity to use their own examples/scenarios as discussion points, reorder the concepts taught, and use the PowerPoint presentation prepared from this lesson plan or another PowerPoint addressing the concepts in the lesson plan.
