  ADMISSIONS AND CONFESSIONS              



4 Hours
     
Instructional Goal: The United States Supreme Court has ruled that confessions that are illegally obtained by the means of a violation of individual constitutional rights, will not be admissible in a court of law. The purpose of this course is to acquaint the student with the meaning and purpose of these specific constitutional safeguards, as well as the judicial guidelines which have been established in the areas of admissions and confessions. Emphasis will be placed on the officer's legal responsibilities when obtaining admissions, confessions and statements that will stand the test of admissibility.  Practical applications of due process including "Miranda" will be discussed.
