In accordance with P.L. 1995, chapter 705 (as amended), the State Planning Office is pleased to forward you the strategic planning pilot(s) for the policy area(s) that include agencies under your committee's jurisdiction.  I have also enclosed a summary of all ten pilot objectives.

Policy area strategic planning is required under P.L. 1995, chapter 705, as the next step in transitioning to performance budgeting.  Maine's performance budgeting model provides for a coordinated approach to strategic planning; one where state agencies move towards interagency planning across policy areas over a phased time frame.

Phase 1-Agencies develop strategic plans-February 1, 1997

Phase 2-Agencies pilot performance budgeting-February 1, 1997

Phase 3-Agencies pilot strategic planning by policy area-September 1, 1997

Phase 4-Agencies develop full policy area strategic plans-June 30, 1998

Phase 5-Agencies develop full performance budgets-September 1, 1998

Planning by policy area builds on the work agencies have already done in their individual strategic planning processes; framing shared outcomes and coordinating strategies based on their February 1, 1997 strategic plans.

The benefits of joint strategic planning among agencies with common goals and objectives are many.  It will make the results achieved by state government easier to communicate to the public.  It will foster coordination among state agencies with common objectives; providing a way to track complimentary and contradictory objectives across agencies.  Further, it will allow objectives to truly reflect the outcome desired for Maine citizens.  Agencies, planning individually, tend to develop measurable objectives that are limited in scope and not focused on the outcome.  This is because often agencies do not control all the resources or programs within the state directed toward a specific outcome.  Joint planning across agencies puts the focus on the measurable objective and the programs designed to achieve it, not on a single administrative unit.

Agencies began the process of developing policy area strategic plans with a pilot.  The purpose of the pilots was to:

*	identify goals and objectives common among individual agencies based on their February 1, 1997 strategic plans;

*	develop at least one shared measurable objective for which the agencies would coordinate strategies and share responsibility for achieving;

*	evaluate the time frame and process needed to develop joint agency strategic plans; and

*	provide input to the Budget Director/Legislative Council regarding the composition of policy areas.

Pilots were developed by agencies within the policy areas currently used by the Bureau of the Budget.  Chapter 705 provides for the State Budget Officer and the Legislative Council or the council's designee, in consultation with state agencies, to designate new policy areas by December 31, 1997 for the purpose of implementing performance budgeting.

Chapter 705 (as amended) also requires the departments of Labor, Education, Human Services, and Mental Health & Mental Retardation and the Maine Technical College System to develop a shared measurable objective for their job training efforts.  The Economic Development & Training policy area pilot included these agencies and fulfills this requirement.

Technical assistance with the pilot process was provided by the Bureau of Budget and State Planning Office, as well as several staff from other state agencies who volunteered to facilitate the policy areas' efforts.  Each policy area formed working groups of individuals designated by the Commissioner or agency head.  Each policy area working group was oriented and asked to solicit input from stakeholders (including legislative policy committees and customers) throughout the process of developing their shared objective.  Pilots, consisting of an assessment of the environment, a shared measurable objective, agency objectives and strategies that support the shared objective, and the funding program that supports the shared objective, were due on September 1, 1997.

After reviewing the pilots and the pilot process, budget and planning staff have concluded that agency plans are not sufficiently complete to provide the foundation needed for planning by policy area.  Agencies' joint planning efforts were also hampered by a lack of baseline data, uncertain commitment to outcomes that are beyond the control of any one individual agency, and insufficient time to solicit and receive input from legislative policy committees.  We will ask the Commission on Performance Budgeting to review the pilots in order to make any recommendations to the Governor and Legislature they view necessary to implement the next planning requirement -- full strategic plans by policy area by June 30, 1998.
