The Currier Gazette is the Rockland Newspaper that covers Knox County and the surrounding communities.  Annually, they ask for nominations for their Community Service Award.  I have been told that this years recipient had more nomination letters than ever before had been received.  Janice Linscott has been honored with this award and no one I know deserves it more.  I am sure that you will agree.  Janice was born in Union and continues to live there with her husband Bob.  When their two boys were small, she stayed home with them, but even then began helping others by helping other children including my own son.  She is currently a library aid at our local school and active in many volunteer efforts and is described by friends as seen to be woven into the very fabric of the town and into the lives and hearts of those to whom she so generously contributes her time and generous gifts.


	For many years she has organized book fairs and craft fairs at the school.  When not at school, she doesn't sit and relax, she is either busy in the fire department auxiliary preparing food for the annual Christmas tree lighting ceremony, organizing potluck dinners, visiting nursing home residents or in a pinch watching neighbors homes, pets or children.  She also is instrumental in planning class reunions.  When we lost our local grocery store by arson last August, she helped organize the fund-raiser.  Janice is solely responsible for collecting and counting labels for the Cambell's Soup Program, which generates hundreds of dollars worth of playground equipment for the schools.  She helps at the Thompson Community Center Boutique each month where they raise money to fund the center.  She assists the local physician with flu shots each year.


	Janice and Bob also reach out beyond Union and help with the Lobster Festival in Rockland.  When she and Bob first moved into their home, there were many older residents in the neighborhood, so they mowed their lawns, did their washing and their shopping for them.  When someone has a critical question, they know Janice is a valuable resource since she knows nearly everyone in town.  Such was the case when there were cows loose on Route 17 last fall.  A woman asked her who the owners were.  Janice could provide the information, but when the owner couldn't be located, she knew a relative.  They solved the problem.  Bob is a member of the fire department and Janice for the auxiliary.  In the event of a fire emergency, she is right there with the coffee, doughnuts and sandwiches.  Friends who nominated her said she is mother, wife, daughter, sister, neighbor, friend and all round doer of good.  She not only exemplifies the backbone of our community, but of America.  We are proud she lives in Union.  Janice is a very humble person.  Her remark to the reporter who interviewed her was, "I am a little embarrassed.  I think someone else should have received it."  No one deserved it more than Janice and I am proud to call her my friend.
