	The requirement that only certain individuals may administer medication in certain schools represents a state mandate pursuant to the Constitution of Maine.  The additional local costs are indeterminate.  Unless General Fund appropriations are provided to fund at least 90% of the additional costs or a Mandate Preamble is amended to the bill and two-thirds of the members of each House vote to exempt this mandate from the funding requirement, the local school administrative units may not be required to implement these changes.





	The Department of Education will require a full-time Clerk Typist III position and additional General Fund appropriations of $48,293 and $42,776 in fiscal years 2001-02 and 2002-03, respectively, for adopting or amending certain rules and certifying and training certain individuals who administer medication.

SUMMARY





	This amendment removes existing language in the laws governing the administration of medication by a sheriff or deputy and adds an appropriation section and a fiscal note to the bill.
