FISCAL NOTE 





	The amendment removes the appropriation and replaces it with an allocation to the Board of Trustees of the University of Maine System of $500,000 and $500,000 in fiscal years 2001-02 and 2002-03, respectively.  This activity is to be funded via transfers from available revenue in the Maine School and Library Network project.
