Within 90 days of the effective date of this Act, the Department of Public Safety, State Bureau of Identification shall remove from the state repository the fingerprints collected from those educational personnel who were subject to the requirements of the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 20-A, former section 6103.  The State Bureau of Identification shall return all such fingerprints collected and any related material, including copies or other information or files, to the subject of the fingerprinting or the next of kin.
