	'Further amend the bill in section 2 in subsection 3-A in paragraph B in subparagraph 4 in the last line (page 1, line 37 in L.D.) by inserting after the following:  "check." the following:  'For purposes of providing information by category, the commissioner shall separate criminal record information into at least the following categories:  crimes or offenses when the victims were children; drug law violations; murder or homicide; and other offenses.'
