	Amend the bill in section 1 in subsection 2 by striking out all of the last underlined sentence (page 1, lines 11 to 16 in L.D.) and inserting in its place the following:  'The bureau may not grant a permit to, or enter into a contract with, an individual who is not a United States citizen for the cutting, skidding or hauling of timber on or from nonreserved lands.  If the bureau grants a permit or enters into a contract with a corporation or other legal entity to cut timber on nonreserved land, that permit or contract must include a provision prohibiting any person who is not a United States citizen from cutting, skidding or hauling timber on or from nonreserved public lands.'





	Further amend the bill in section 2 in subsection 2 by striking out all of the last underlined sentence (page 1, lines 26 to 30 in L.D.) and inserting in its place the following:  'The bureau may not grant a permit to, or enter into a contract with, an individual who is not a United States citizen for the cutting, skidding or hauling of timber on or from reserved lands.  If the bureau grants a permit or enters into a contract with a corporation or other legal entity to cut timber on reserved land, that permit or contract must include a provision prohibiting any person who is not a United States citizen from cutting, skidding or hauling timber on or from public reserved lands.'








SUMMARY





	This amendment clarifies the application of the United States citizenship requirement and adds hauling to the list of

activities that may be performed only by United State citizens.  It clarifies that the citizenship requirement does not apply to corporations and other legal entities, but it does prohibit those entities from employing persons who are not United States citizens to cut, skid or haul timber on or from public reserved lands or nonreserved public lands under any contract or permit to cut timber on those lands.
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
