B.  A schedule W drug that is:





 (1)  Heroin (diacetylmorphine);





 (2)  Cocaine in the form of cocaine base and at the time of the offense the person has been convicted of any offense under this chapter or under any law of the United States, another state or a foreign country relating to scheduled drugs, as defined in this chapter.  For the purposes of this paragraph, a person has been convicted of an offense on the date the judgment of conviction was entered by the court; or





 (3)  Methamphetamine.; or

 (4)  An aggregate of not less than 400 milligrams of oxycodone or not less than 50 milligrams of hydromorphone in the form of any quantity of pills, capsules, tablets, units, compounds, mixtures or substances.





Violation of this paragraph is a Class C crime;'








SUMMARY





	The bill expands the definition of "trafficking" to include the possession of 90 or more pills or other units of narcotic prescription drugs other than heroin and amends the definition of "furnishing" to include the possession of at least 45 but fewer than 90 such pills or units.  This amendment instead establishes as a Class C crime the unlawful possession of pills or units that in the aggregate contain not less than 400 milligrams of oxycodone or not less than 50 milligrams of hydromorphone or units.
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
