	Further amend the amendment in section 1 in subsection 4 by inserting at the end the following:





'A.  A reasonable disposition fee;





B.  Reasonable charges for excess mileage;





C.  Reasonable charges for excess wear and tear; and





D.  Reasonable charges for damage to the motor vehicle; and'
