	Amend the bill by inserting after section 3 the following:





	'Sec. 4.  Hospital District No. 4.  Notwithstanding the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 30-A, section 7304, if Hospital District No. 4, after deorganization is approved by the voters pursuant to this Act, defaults on bonds issued and outstanding prior to the effective date of the deorganization, the State Tax Assessor, upon receipt of proper notification of default, shall assess a supplemental tax on owners of nonexempt property in Atkinson Township for the town's proportional share of the bond liability in default, including any administrative cost associated with that supplemental assessment.  The supplemental tax must be apportioned in accordance with the just value of property subject to property tax in Atkinson Township.'





	Further amend the bill by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or section number to read consecutively.








SUMMARY





	This amendment is the majority report and clarifies that if Hospital District No. 4 defaults on bonds issued and outstanding prior to the effective date of the proposed deorganization, the State Tax Assessor is required to assess a supplemental tax on owners of nonexempt property in Atkinson Township for the

proportional share of bond liability in default.  The Town of Atkinson is currently a member of Hospital District No. 4.  If the Town of Atkinson deorganizes, it will no longer be a member of Hospital District No. 4, but pursuant to the approved deorganization procedure and this Act, it will remain liable for its share of bonded indebtedness.
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
