	2.  The Department of Health and Human Services shall undertake a thorough review of the needs of persons who are eligible to participate in the progressive treatment program and the resources currently used to provide services to meet those needs.  The department shall analyze the current costs of

community-based care and hospitalization in community hospitals and state mental health institutes for persons who would be eligible to participate in the program. SUMMARY





	This amendment amends Committee Amendment "A."  It returns the time period for involuntary commitment to that of current law, up to 4 months for the first order and 12 months for succeeding orders.  It delays implementation of the progressive treatment program from January 1, 2006 until July 1, 2006 and extends the repeal of the program by 6 months.  It provides funding for 9 months for a person to work on program planning and budgeting. It directs the Department of Health and Human Services to report to the Joint Standing Committee on Health and Human Services by February 1, 2006 on funding proposals, including funding the progressive treatment program to the maximum extent possible by redirection of existing resources and use of funds that will not be needed because of participation in the program.  It limits implementation of the progressive treatment program to 50 persons who are hospitalized at Riverview Psychiatric Center and limits the development of a new assertive community treatment team.  It adds a new appropriations and allocations section.
