SUMMARY





	This amendment provides that the Joint Standing Committee on Utilities and Energy and the Joint Standing Committee on Transportation may jointly report out legislation concerning railroad freight service to the Second Regular Session of the 122nd Legislature.  It also provides that the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over utilities and energy matters and the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over transportation matters may jointly report out legislation to the Second Regular Session of the 123rd Legislature concerning railroad service quality after reviewing a report submitted by the Public Advocate to both committees.
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
