	Amend the bill in section 3 in subsection 12 in the 4th line (page 1, line 25 in L.D.) by striking out the following: "major auditing problem or major fraud or"





	Further amend the bill in section 3 in subsection 12 in the 5th line (page 1, line 26 in L.D.) by inserting after the following:  "public funds" the following:  'or functions'





	Further amend the bill in section 3 in subsection 12 in the last line (page 1, line 29 in L.D.) by inserting at the end the following:  'The director shall coordinate efforts with the Attorney General, State Auditor, State Controller and others considered appropriate by the director.'








SUMMARY





	This amendment strikes the text "major auditing problem or major fraud or" leaving major mismanagement as the cause for immediate review.  The amendment allows for an immediate review when there is a suspected mismanagement of public funds or

functions.  It requires the Director of the Office of Program Evaluation and Government Accountability to coordinate with the Attorney General, State Auditor, State Controller and others considered appropriate by the director.
