	8. Fee; license issued to nonimmigrant.  The fee for a driver's license issued to a nonimmigrant with an expiration date fixed by the Secretary of State is $5 for a license issued for less than one year, $10 for a license issued for one to 2 years, $15 for a license issued for 2 to 3 years, $21 for a license issued for 3 to 4 years and $30 for a license issued for more than 4 years.

that the applicant's presence in the United States is authorized under federal law.





	A driver's license or nondriver identification card issued to a nonimmigrant is not valid past the expiration date of the nonimmigrant's permission to remain in the United States.
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
