	10.  Expired documents.  The Secretary of State may not accept the following documents as identification for the purpose of issuing a nondriver identification card or driver's license:





A.  An expired visa granted by the authority of the United States;





B.  An expired document issued by a foreign country; or





C.  A foreign passport showing an elapsed departure date.'

It replaces the bill and prohibits the acceptance of expired visas granted by the United States, expired documents issued by foreign countries and foreign passports showing an elapsed departure date as identification for the purpose of issuing state nondriver identification cards and driver's licenses.
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
