	Further amend the amendment in section 2 by inserting after subsection 2-A the following:





	'2-B.  Assessment plans.  School administrative units that wish to engage in activities associated with assessments designed to certify student achievement during the 2006-2007 moratorium established pursuant to subsection 2-A must submit a plan to the Department of Education.  The commissioner's approval is required prior to implementation of the proposed plan.  The proposed plan must contain:





A.  An action plan, with timeline, that includes goals, a detailed description of the activities that will be undertaken, identification of the staff needed and responsible for carrying out the activities, a proposed budget and a budget narrative;





B.  A statement of supporting rationale demonstrating that the need to engage in the activities during the moratorium is compelling; and








�
C.  The process and accountability measures that will be used to evaluate the extent to which the plan activities are achieved.'








SUMMARY





	This amendment amends the committee amendment that established a one-year moratorium on activities involved in assessments to certify student achievement.  It establishes a process by which the Commissioner of Education approves exceptions to the moratorium if specific requirements are met.
