	This amendment removes the provision that requires a manufacturer of prescription drugs to disclose certain information regarding clinical trials of prescription drugs before regulated advertisements for those prescription drugs may be presented and replaces it with a requirement that a manufacturer or labeler of prescription drugs that is required to report marketing costs for prescription drugs pursuant to the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 22, section 2698-A disclose certain information regarding clinical trials of prescription drugs.
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
