SUMMARY





	This amendment replaces the bill. The amendment requires insurers that provide coverage to dependent children at certain ages only if the children are students to continue coverage for a student who is unable to remain in school on a full-time basis due to a mental or physical illness or accidental injury. The amendment permits insurers to require the student to provide written documentation from a health care provider and the student's school that the student is no longer enrolled in school full-time due to a mental or physical illness or accidental injury.
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
