The Secretary of State shall provide that a license issued to:a person less than 21 years of age bears
adistinctive color code.

Amend the bill by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or section number to
read consecutively.

SUMMARY

This amendment removes the requirement in current law that a driver's license issued to a person
convicted for OUI bear a coded notation of the conviction.
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
