Amend the resolve by striking out everything after the title and before the summary and inserting
the following:

‘Sec. 1 Education and outreach. Resolved: That the Department of Environmental
Protection shall conduct an outreach and education campaign to provide information to residents
statewide regarding the handling and disposal of motor fuels containing ethanol. The outreach and
education campaign must include, but is not limited to, providing information to educate the public on
how to determine when phase separation occurs; how to deal with the motor fuel; how to dispose of the
motor fuel; and the problems associated with disposing of the motor fuel. As part of the outreach and
education campaign, the department shall update its publicly accessible website to include information
relating to safe handling and disposal options for the motor fuel.’

SUMMARY

This amendment replaces the resolve. The amendment requires the Department of Environmental
Protection to conduct an outreach and education campaign to provide information to residents statewide
regarding the handling and disposal of motor fuels containing ethanol.
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
