Amending the definition of "refurbishment" as applied to natural resources, requiring the Public Utilities Commission 
(PUC) to make rules to ensure consumers will benefit from long-term contracts, directing the PUC to analyze and 
report on the new renewable portfolio standard and directing the Efficiency Maine Trust (EMT) to meet PUC requests 
to enter into long-term contracts with transmission and distribution utilities in order to meet Triennial Plan goals will 
result in minor costs to the PUC and the EMT which can be absorbed within existing budgeted resources.  
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
