The bill also requires that the individualized education program team allow a person who provides special education services to a child with a disability through regular and direct contact to participate in a team meeting concerning that child upon the request of the individual or the request of a member of the team.  Finally, the bill requires the Commissioner of Education to submit proposed changes to the rules governing special education to the Legislature by January 1, 2022 to amend the rules to conform with the provisions of the bill.
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
