The bill also requires that all transportation of a juvenile to or from court or to or from a juvenile facility be conducted by a juvenile community corrections officer or designated supervisor.  Finally, the bill requires that, at all times while a juvenile is detained, the juvenile must be supervised by a juvenile community corrections officer or designated supervisor.
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
