The resolve requires the department to report the results of its investigation to the Joint Standing Committee on Environment and Natural Resources within 30 days of the effective date of the resolve and to report again by January 15, 2024 regarding any action the department needed to take to ensure receipt of the benefits by the owner of the paper mill.
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
