Appointments; convening of committee.  All appointments must be made no later than 30 days following the adoption of rules required by the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 20-A, section 1006, subsection 2. The appointing authorities shall notify the Executive Director of the Legislative Council once all appointments have been made. When the appointment of all members has been completed, the chairs of the committee shall call and convene the first meeting of the committee. If 30 days or more after the adoption of rules under Title 20-A, section 1006, subsection 2 a majority of but not all appointments have been made, the chairs may request authority and the Legislative Council may grant authority for the committee to meet and conduct its business.

The committee shall invite the participation of and comments from stakeholders, including but not limited to school administrators, educators and parents. The committee shall invite the participation of the Department of Education. The committee shall recommend how the dissemination of the training program should be incorporated into law in this State. The committee shall explore options, including the application of federal grant funds, to defray all or some of the initial and ongoing costs.
