Any statement or information given during the meeting is confidential and inadmissible in any administrative or judicial proceeding. The department is required to give notice of the meeting to all interested parties, and a party's failure to appear at the meeting after receiving notice and without good cause may be used against the party in an administrative or judicial proceeding.
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
