Department of Health and Human Services to review and report on its supervision requirements.  The Department of Health and Human Services shall review the current requirement for in-person supervision as required under rule Chapter 101: MaineCare Benefits Manual, Chapter II, Sections 19, 40 and 96 and rule Chapter 5: Office of Aging and Disability Services Policy Manual, Section 63.  In its review, the department shall determine whether this requirement is clinically necessary or the best use of financial resources given the availability of technology for interactive, real-time communication and in light of the federal 21st Century Cures Act, Public Law 114-255, Section 12006(a).  In its review, the department shall consider the use of technology in meeting compliance requirements and making supervision requirements consistent for all providers.  By December 15, 2021, the department shall submit a report to the Joint Standing Committee on Health and Human Services on the department's review and recommendations regarding in-person supervision requirements under rule Chapter 101: MaineCare Benefits Manual, Chapter II, Sections 19, 40 and 96 and rule Chapter 5: Office of Aging and Disability Services Policy Manual, Section 63 for all providers and regarding meeting compliance requirements.  The joint standing committee may report out a bill concerning the report to the Second Regular Session of the 130th Legislature.
