[bookmark: _PAR__11_f4b89979_bc43_4fa6_9875_daed282]1.  It restores the definition of "fine" to the provision of the bill regarding failure to pay a fine and includes suspended or revoked permits.

It provides that the $50 reinstatement fee established in the bill applies to license, permit and registration suspensions and revocations resulting from a finding of civil contempt, not just to violations of the inland fisheries and wildlife laws.
[bookmark: _PAR__13_2180c846_98bb_4c9b_8c94_72cf762]3. It increases the reinstatement fee for a license, permit or registration suspension for failure to pay child support from $25 to $50. The word "permit" is added in order to be consistent with other places in statute.

It makes similar changes to the law regarding all-terrain vehicle registration fees and changes a date from June 31st, which does not exist, to June 30th.
