No later than 30 days after the effective date of this resolve, the Commissioner of Education shall invite the following members to join the advisory committee:

The Department of Education shall consult and meet with the advisory committee under section 1 as part of its analysis and development of recommendations under this section.

The Joint Standing Committee on Education and Cultural Affairs may submit legislation to the Second Regular Session of the 130th Legislature related to the report. The advisory committee may also report to the Joint Standing Committee on Education and Cultural Affairs on the advisory committee's role in the development of the plan under section 2.
